SCREENPLAY 

TITLE: HAPPY BIRTHDAY  

CENTRAL IDEA: The film is about the old ageds who often end up living ignored and uncared lives amongst their own children. Here, it is portrayed by the story of a little boy who does not forget to wish his grandmother a Happy Birthday, where all other elders in the house ignore her presence altogether.  

SCREENPLAY: A small boy is making a greeting card alone in a room. He is doing this with full concentration. The time is around noon. A lot of colours and papers are lying all about on the floor around him and his hands and legs are stained with coloured inks.
